After breakfast at Khali we meet our guides and set out, with a tiffin box, on the village w:
villages, linked only by footpath and at least 3km from a road, are in separate valleys. Th
undulating, through both dense broad-leafed or pine forests.

Each night is spent in a different village. Clinging to wesatétsigdes, these are magical
places of great serarotgpur and wath with glorious vistas. The simple whitedzes are

built in stone and slate, the woodwork picked out in bright colours, and eachdeafoa wide 1
drying, threshing and grinding crops. Cattle are sheltered in the lower part of the house, :
around roses and marigolds mingle with banana palms, lentils and pumpkins.

what they are working on. In one village there is music and dancing in the evening, in an
camp fire, and a third has a tiny museum of tradifiogpainfalements. Good, wholesome
meals are cooked in each villageyeahdhsire communal room with a wongbsiove.

Each village has chosen a colour scheme for its guest house, which has three simple twi
rustic but verclean wc and shpared is powered by solar energy

VISA & HEALTH

All visitors require a visa for entry to India. The
costs start from £30. Postal application to the Indian
High Commission (www.hcilondon.net) take up to 15
working days to be processed. If you are able to apply
in person, the visa is issued on the same day.
Alternatively, a visa can be obtained (for a fee) using
visa agencies such as IndiaVisa.co.uk (0870 240
2526, www.indiavisa.co.uk) or India Visa Office
(www.indiavisaheadoffice.co.uk, 0844 800 4018).

A Yellow Fever vaccination certificate is not
currently required when arriving from Europe or the
USA. Immunisation/boosters against Hepatitis A,
Tetanus, Typhoid and Polio are recommended -
please consult your doctor in good time about this
(at least 6 weeks before departure) and also the
latest situation on essential malaria prophylaxis &
anything else they recommend.

Please be aware that electricity and water supplies
may occasionally be erratic, travel arrangements can
be disrupted and standards of driving and vehicle
maintenance etc. are not set by Brussels.
