HEALTH

At present there are no specific and compulsory
health requirements for entry to Russia. Please
consult your doctor about any precautions they may
suggest.

VISA

Visitors from the EU, USA and Australia currently require a
valid passport and a visa for entry to Russia. Nearer the trip,
we will send you a voucher and a confirmation from the hotel
which will be required for the visa application. You will also
need a passport-size colour photo and a completed visa
application form, obtainable from any Russian Embassy or
from the official website www.visatorussia.com. Visa costs
start at £45. Please allow plenty of time for processing the
visa - a minimum of 3 weeks. If you are a national of any
other country, please check visa regulations with your nearest
Russian Embassy or on www.visatorussia.com.

Alternatively, a visa can be obtained from Asla Travel Group,
Riverside House, 160 High Street, Huntingdon PE29.
Telephone 01480 433 800, website www.asla.co.uk. You will
need to send the voucher and confirmation from the hotel,
which we will send you, a completed Visa application form, a
colour passport photo, and your passport. The Asla service
charge is £ 35.25. The visa and all of your documents will be
returned in three weeks. This is by far the simplest way to
obtain your visa.

INSURANCE

It is essential, and a condition of booking, that you
protect yourself with a suitable travel insurance policy
as soon as you book a trip. We can arrange
comprehensive cover for UK residents (up to the age
of 79). Further details are available on our website or
from the office.

CURRENCY

The Russian Rouble (RUB) is the currency of Russia.
The current exchange rate is approximately 50 RUB
to £1. ATMs are available in St Petersburg and are
much the easiest way to obtain roubles.

You can bring cash or traveller's cheques to cover
your personal expenses in Russia - euro and US$ are
the most widely accepted currencies though banks
will change pounds sterling and other currencies.
Credit cards are accepted in some restaurants and
shops.

CLOTHING

Summer days are warm (even hot) in St. Petersburg.
Layers of comfortable clothes plus a light waterproof
jacket are best and shorts are completely acceptable
for both men and women. Sturdy walking shoes are
suitable for walking in the city. Smart but not formal
wear is appropriate in restaurants and the theatre.
